Proposals: What to Submit

 |dea/application:

— Your sales pitch

— What is your target audience/user population
— Demonstrate a need for that application

— Previous approaches (if any)

— Related work

— Your previous experience (needed to show why you
think you can do it when others before you have failed)



Proposals: What to Submit

* Your Approach (in detalils)
— Equipment to be used
— Algorithms and data structures

— Dataflow, user interface, etc.

— Include images/diagrams of mock setups



Proposals: What to Submit

« Evaluation Methodology

— How do you plan to test it?

— What is defined as success in your case?

— How many test conditions?

— How many test subjects (if applicable)?

— How will you evaluate your results?

— How will you improve it based on the results?
